If 
the protest is sustained, the deposit shall be returned; if not 
sustained, the deposit shall be forfeited to The Shelbyville 
Horse Show.

RING PROCEDURES 
The Gate of the Show Ring will be closed two minutes after 
the first horse enters the ring. Any exhibitor not in the ring by 
that time will not be admitted.
